3. Leave one box on the bottom

Punctuation marks (. . ) and small
characters occupy one box and placed
on the right upper quarter of the box.

Since elongation mark coincide with
the direction of writing, when you write
from top to bottom, the elongation
mark should be also written from top to
bottom.
